NEED help with Zoom for our September meeting? Here are some instructions: It’s all very intuitive!

7: Once you join the meeting, make sure your video is on; your audio will be muted. Buttons to control on and off for
video and audio are at the bottom left of the Zoom screen

8: Information for the meeting will be posted in the Chat box., Open it by clicking on the Chat icon at the bottom of the
Zoom screen.
